OF THE METROPOLITAN TRANSPORTATION POLICY COMMITTEE 
OF THE AKRON METROPOLITAN AREA TRANSPORTATION STUDY 
 
Approving two $50,000 Connecting Communities Planning Grants to be awarded to the 
Village of Richfield and METRO RTA/City of Akron (joint sponsors) for planning studies. 
 
WHEREAS, the Akron Metropolitan Area Transportation Study (AMATS) is designated as the 
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) by the Governor, acting through the Ohio Depart-
ment of Transportation and in cooperation with locally elected officials in Summit and Portage 
Counties and the Chippewa Township area of Wayne County, and 
 
WHEREAS, the Connecting Communities Planning Grant was included under work element 
625 and approved as part of the Transportation Planning Work Program and Budget FY 2011 
and will be funded using Federal Consolidated Planning Grant monies, and 
 
WHEREAS, the purpose of these grants is to encourage the integration of land use and transpor-
tation planning and promote livable communities,  
 
WHEREAS, the AMATS Policy Committee, on August 11, 2010, approved the formation of a 
Connecting Communities Planning Grant Task Force to develop selection criteria and score ap-
plications, and 
 
WHEREAS, the Connecting Communities Planning Grant Task Force held a meeting on August 
26, 2010 to determine selection criteria and scoring process, and 
 
WHEREAS, AMATS received 17 applications requesting funding by the deadline of October 
15, 2010, and 
 
WHEREAS, the Connecting Communities Planning Grant Task Force met on November 4, 
2010 to review submitted applications and the staff’s preliminary scoring, and 
 
WHEREAS, upon review of all applications, the Connecting Communities Planning Grant Task 
Force recommended the following two applications for funding: 

 
1. The Village of Richfield Crossroads of Commerce and Connectivity – to create a 

comprehensive land use and thoroughfare plan for the southwest quadrant of I-77 and I-
271 intersection.  

2. METRO RTA/City of Akron Downtown Akron Connectivity Study – to increase 
connectivity, accessibility and mobility between the six neighborhoods and districts that 
comprise Downtown Akron. 

 
WHEREAS, this Committee has found these applications to be consistent with the Connecting 
Communities Initiative - A Guide to Integrating Land Use and Transportation.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: 
 
1. That this Committee approves the funding of both the Village of Richfield Planning 

Study and the METRO RTA/City of Akron Planning Study. 
 
2. That this Committee affirms that sufficient federal funding is available in the Transporta-

tion Planning Work Program and Budget FY 2011 to award these grants. 
 
3. That this Committee affirms consistency of these two applications with Connecting 

Communities – A Guide to Integrating Land Use and Transportation, and Transportation 
Outlook, the area’s long range transportation plan. 

 
4. That this Committee authorizes the staff to provide copies of this Resolution to the ap-

Resolution 2010-25 - Approving Amendment #48 to the Transportation Im-
provement Program FY 2008-2011 to add Hiram Bike Trail Study and Canton 
Road Signal project. 
 

DATE: November 23, 2010 
 
Requests have been made to amend the 2008-2011 Transportation Improvement Program for the 
following projects: 
 
Hiram Bike Trail Study (Map #1) – is a new feasibility study for a bike trial that would run 
from Hiram College in Hiram to the Headwaters Trail in Hiram Township.  Discretionary funds 
have been programmed for this study in FY 2011. 
 
Canton Road (Map #2) – is the installation of a new traffic signal at Canton Road and Spring-
field Lake Drive in the Village of Lakemore and Springfield Township.  The project is scheduled 
for preliminary engineering, right-of-way and construction in FY 2011 using Highway Safety 
Program funds. 
 
 
STAFF COMMENTS 
 
As with all TIP amendments, considerations with respect to consistency with the Regional 
Transportation Plan, financial capability, air quality conformity, public involvement, and envi-
ronmental justice are important.   
 
Regional Transportation Plan 
The projects affected by this amendment are consistent with Transportation Outlook, the Re-
gional Transportation Plan.   
 
Financial Capability 
The Ohio Department of Transportation and AMATS forecast sufficient state and federal fund-
ing for this amendment.   
 
Air Quality 
These actions are viewed as air quality neutral.  Therefore, this amendment will not affect the air 
quality conformity approval for the Regional Transportation Plan and the TIP.  



  
 

 
Public Involvement 
This amendment is not considered regionally significant.  As a result, the modified procedures in 
the Public Involvement Policy are appropriate.  These procedures include presenting the 
amendment for comment at a Citizen Involvement Committee meeting.  If any comments are re-
ceived they will be presented to the Policy Committee. 
 
Environmental Justice 
These projects have been reviewed and are not expected to cause disproportionate adverse envi-
ronmental impacts on minorities and/or low-income people.   
 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
Attached to this memo is Resolution Number 2010-25.  This Resolution approves the amend-
ment to the TIP FY 2008-2011.

WHEREAS, the Akron Metropolitan Area Transportation Study (AMATS) is designated as the 
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) by the Governor, acting through the Ohio Depart-
ment of Transportation and in cooperation with locally elected officials in Summit and Portage 
Counties and the Chippewa Township area of Wayne County, and 
 
WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of this Committee to develop and maintain the Transporta-
tion Improvement Program (TIP) and, 
 
WHEREAS, this Committee has been requested to amend the AMATS FY 2008-2011 Trans-
portation Improvement Program for the following projects as discussed in the accompanying 
memorandum: 

 
1. POR-Hiram Bike Trail Study (PID #89326) – new feasibility study for the Hiram Bike 

Trial using $100,000 in Discretionary funds in FY 2011. 
2. SUM-Canton Road Signal (PID #89306) - new traffic signal project at Canton Road and 

Springfield Lake Drive.  Preliminary engineering, right-of-way and construction are 
scheduled in FY 2011 using Highway Safety Program funds. 

 
WHEREAS, the Citizens Involvement Committee held a meeting on December 2, 2010 to re-
view this amendment consistent with AMATS’ Public Participation Plan and, 
 
WHEREAS, the amendment has been judged to be air quality neutral and is, therefore, excluded 
from the regional air quality conformity analysis and, 
 
WHEREAS, the environmental justice impacts of this amendment has been considered consis-
tent with “Executive Order 12898 Federal Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority 
Populations and Low Income Populations” and, 
 
WHEREAS, this Committee has analyzed this request and found this amendment to be consis-
tent with Transportation Outlook, the Regional Transportation Plan, and with the availability of 
federal funds forecasted for the AMATS area.

3. That this Committee affirms that sufficient federal funding is expected to be available for 
the Akron Urbanized Area to maintain financial constraint. 

 
4. That this Committee reaffirms the air quality conformity determination of Transportation 

Outlook, the Regional Transportation Plan. 
 
5. That this Committee affirms conformity with environmental justice requirements. 
 
6. That this Committee affirms consistency with Transportation Outlook. 
 
7. That this Committee authorizes the Staff to provide copies of this Resolution to the ap-
