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Curtis Baker presented the Technical Progress Report. 
 
Mr. C. Baker referred to Attachment 5B – 2012 AMATS Meeting Calendar.   
 
Mr. C. Baker presented Attachment 3C – Status of AMATS Suballocated 
Federal Funds.  Mr. C. Baker referred to a table detailing Funding Program and 
Balances dated November 18, 2011. 
 
There was discussion regarding a proposed policy change by the Ohio 
Department of Transportation (ODOT) regarding the percentage of unspent 
project funding that metropolitan planning organizations (MPOs) such as 
AMATS are allowed to “carryover” from year to year beginning in Fiscal Year 
2014. 
 
Mr. C. Baker summarized developments concerning the next federal 
transportation spending authorization.  Mr. C. Baker said that the Senate 
Environment and Public Works Committee is considering a two-year spending 
bill that maintains current funding levels while consolidating many funding 
programs into five main programs.  Mr. C. Baker said that program 
consolidation would allow states and MPOs to have greater flexibility in funding 
decisions.  Mr. C. Baker said that the committee must resolve a $13 billion 
funding shortfall under the proposed legislation.  The legislation includes MPO 
reform that would decertify MPOs in urban areas with populations under 200,000.  
(This change would not affect AMATS.) 
 
Mr. C. Baker said that ODOT hired KPMG to study the proposed lease or sale of 
the Ohio Turnpike.  The firm is expected to release its recommendations in July 
2012. 
 
Mr. C. Baker said that the Northeast Ohio Sustainable Communities Consortium 
(NEOSCC) has established its offices.  The consortium has developed five work 
streams for its plan which are: transportation, environment, economic 
development, housing and quality connected places.  Mr. C. Baker encouraged 
those present to visit the consortium’s web site at neoscc.org. 
 
Chairperson Ondecker asked how the NEOSCC relates to AMATS and other 
entities such as the Regional Prosperity Initiative (RPI).  Mr. C. Baker described 
the development of the consortium and its goal to develop a sustainability plan for 
the 12-county Northeast Ohio region over the next two years.  Mr. C. Baker said 
that RPI’s relationship as it pertains to the consortium has yet to be resolved.   
 
Chairperson Ondecker asked how much power, such as regulatory and taxation 
authority, that these new entities may ultimately acquire.  Mr. C. Baker said that 
the consortium is pursuing a transparent public engagement plan to address the 
concerns of citizens and communities.  There was discussion regarding issues 
facing the region’s communities such as corporate raiding, revenue sharing and 
consolidation of services among communities and governments.

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David H. Mangold expressed concerns about proposals to eliminate MPOs in 
smaller urban areas.  There was discussion regarding the roles of smaller MPOs 
and whether they could be merged into larger agencies.

  V. Selected Policy Committee Agenda Items 
 
Chairperson Ondecker opened discussion regarding Attachment 6A – 
Resolution 2011-18 – Connecting Communities Planning Grant. 
 
Heather Davis Reidl presented Attachment 6A. 
 
Kevin Fowler asked as to which departments of the recipient communities would 
receive grant funding.  Ms. Davis Reidl explained that communities don’t 
actually receive funds, but rather the agency and the recipient communities work 
to select consultants that will perform connectivity studies on behalf of the 
communities. 
 
Ms. Davis Reidl noted that studies by last year’s recipients, the Village of 
Richfield’s Crossroad of Commerce & Community Study and METRO and 
Akron’s Downtown Akron Connectivity Study (DCS), are nearing completion. 
 
Aaron Snopek asked if he could view the scoring criteria for the grant 
applications.  Ms. Davis Reidl said that the criteria were available in the grant 
application forms and online.  Ms. Davis Reidl said that Mr. Snopek could 
contact her by email if he was unable to find the criteria information that he was 
seeking. 
 
Mr. Mangold said that he was disappointed that the Tallmadge: UA-KSU Rail 
Connection Study did not score higher.  Chairperson Ondecker said that, in his 
opinion, Gov. Kasich’s decision to halt the proposed Cleveland-Columbus-
Cincinnati rail project may have adversely impacted the pursuit of similar rail 
projects by public officials across the state.

Mr. C. Baker said that the study could take about two years to 
complete.   
 
Al Kalish asked whether METRO is currently using Compressed Natural Gas-
powered busses.  Mr. C. Baker said yes and that the transit authority has had 
success with its CNG vehicle fleet.

Al Kalish made a motion that the CIC approve Resolutions 2011-19, 2011-20 and 
2011-21 and it was seconded by David H. Mangold.  Chairperson Ondecker 
opened the floor to discussion.

ODOT Proposal to Retract MPO Funding 
 
As was mentioned at the December meetings, ODOT is developing a proposal to take back un-
spent carryover amounts starting with FY 2014.  The amount of funds (as a percent of the origi-
nal annual allocation) the MPOs are allowed to carryover would be reduced on a graduated scale 
over several years and ultimately allow only 25% as a carryover amount.  The reason for this 
proposal is that large balances are being carried over year after year. One of the main causes of 
these unspent funds is that projects are not meeting their established milestones development 
dates. 
 
ODOT Staff is scheduled to formally present their proposal to the Ohio MPOs at a meeting on 
January 27.  A subcommittee of the Ohio MPOs will likely be formed to work with ODOT to 
refine their proposal.   
 
The TAC TIP Subcommittee will meet to discuss the ODOT proposal when it is finalized.  The 
goal will be to determine ways to exceed ODOT’s minimum thresholds and further ensure that 
AMATS carryover amounts do not lapse.  The discussion will involve delivering programmed 
projects according to set milestone dates. 
 
New Round of Project Funding 
 
The TAC TIP Subcommittee met in December to review and develop project funding recom-
mendations for the STP, CMAQ and TEP programs.  Details of the Subcommittee’s project rec-
ommendations are included under agenda item 6A.  The Policy Committee’s approval of these 
project recommendations will mark the conclusion of this round of funding.  The next regularly 
scheduled round of funding will begin in the fall of calendar year 2013.

A draft Transportation Planning Work Program and Budget is submitted annually to ODOT for 
review.  The Work Program identifies the planning activities that will take place in the upcoming 
fiscal year and describes the funding sources that will be used to pay for them.  Once ODOT 
completes its review of the Work Program, it is presented to the Policy Committee for final 
adoption in May. 
 
The major source of funding for activities listed in the Work Program is United States 
Department of Transportation (USDOT) Consolidated Planning funding.  Other sources of 
revenue include federal Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality (CMAQ) funds, as well as state and 
local funds. 
 
It has been estimated that $1,144,972 in federal consolidated planning grant (CPG) funds will be 
available to AMATS for planning activities in FY 2013.  These funds must be matched by state 
and local funds at a percentage rate of 80/10/10, yielding a total budget of $1,431,214.  
Remaining funds from this fiscal year (FY 2012) will be carried over on July 1, and may be used 
through December 31, 2012.   
 
The total local match for FY 2013 is calculated to be $143,121.  Table 1 shows the draft local 
share calculation for each individual member of AMATS.  Each member’s contribution is based 
on the dues structure established by the Policy Committee in 2005.  The dues structure is based 
on population. Local share amounts were modified following the release of the 2010 Census 
figures in February 2011.   
 
As a result, the FY 2013 per capita assessment for each community has been set at $0.178. 
METRO and PARTA will be assessed collectively $20,000.   
 
Table 2 shows the work elements and major planning tasks for FY 2013.  Key activities include: 
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• Developing a new Transportation Improvement Program (FY 2014-2017) 
• Developing inputs for the next Regional Transportation Plan   
• Producing a Congestion Management Process (CMP) Report 
• Finalizing and approving the 2035 Regional Transportation Plan   
• Re-evaluating the Coordinated Public Transit / Human Services Transportation Plan 
• Coordinating the $4.25 million Sustainable Communities Planning Grant the region 

received in 2010 
 
Table 3 summarizes all funds budgeted in the Work Program by source.  Also included in Table 
3 are planning activities performed by METRO and PARTA.    
 
The Staff is requesting approval of the draft FY 2013 Transportation Planning Work Program 
and Budget and asks for permission to submit it to ODOT for review.  The Staff will then meet 
with ODOT in April to discuss any comments.  A final version of the Work Program will be 
submitted for Policy Committee approval in May.
